Minutes of the August 22, 2011 Board Meeting
The meeting was held August 22, 2011 at the Pizza Hut in Tualatin, Oregon.

President Chris Jaeger called the meeting to order at 6:25p.m. 
 

The minutes of the June meeting had been sent to Board members for correction. Lita asked that only items pertaining to Club rescue activities be recorded in the minutes and that a general discussion about rescue from the last meeting be removed. All felt it appropriate to remove non-Club related discussion. There were no further corrections. Dianne moved, Marsha seconded approval of the minutes. Motion carried. Lita also suggested that the Club write a letter to other rescue organizations stating that GPOESC continues to have a rescue program in Oregon and as a courtesy, those organizations should notify us of any rescue activity in the area. Elise motioned, Judy seconded writing the letter. Approved by consensus.
Joanna asked whether approved minutes should go directly to Scott Dougherty and Kate Schaefer for posting on the website or whether they should be routed through Chris. All thought that Joanna should sent approved minutes directly to Scott and Kate for posting.
Reports
President
Chris said that the survey to determine what Club members need and want from the Club will be presented at the September board meeting.

Vice President
Dianne had nothing to report. .
Treasurer
Elise distributed profit/loss detail and balance sheet detail handouts for all Club accounts. After all of the checks are deposited and bills paid, it looks like the Specialty will have made a profit.
Elise has been researching moving Club accounts to a credit union to reduced banking fees. She prepared a chart listing various banks and credit unions with fees, interest, and branch locations. Discussion followed about the advantages of each. Dianne motioned, Joanna seconded that the Club move accounts to OnPoint Credit Union. Approved by consensus. 
Secretary
Joanna gave Elise what should be the last of the Specialty donation checks. Other correspondence received: from the AKC the applications for next year's Specialty which were given to Chris, and our annual report from the Oregon Department of State was given to Elise to pay the fees to maintain our nonprofit corporation status. She will also need to update the list of officers of record on the form.
Committee Reports
Bylaws, Policies & Procedures, Code of Ethics Review
Marsha will prepare a flyer to distribute to members at the Summer Dog Romp and General Meeting to recruit members for this committee. Members not attending will be sent one by email. She feels the 4-5 people is the right number to get the review done by December. 

Specialty 2011
Chris said that she received many comments about the Specialty which she will incorporate into planning for next year. At the same time she will develop a notebook, or “Bible for the Specialty” (or some such title) to guide future Show Committees. She said that changes to how things are done will include rewording letters to recruit judges limiting the number of times they can judge with 300 miles before our Specialty and that they must stay for pictures with winners. One of the judges this year did not and the Committee suggested that Joanna write a letter reminding her that this type of behavior is disrespectful and unprofessional. Also in the letter, the judge should be corrected about erroneous information she has been posting on the internet about the Specialty. Other Board members agreed that the letter was a good idea.
Dianne was complimented for doing a “magnificent” job with the trophies—acquiring, decorating, and organizing them at the show. Marsha, as first-time ring steward, was grateful because it made her job easy. She said she'd do it again because it was so easy with Dianne's organization of the trophy table. 
Two trophies, the GPOESEC Challenge Trophy and the Cheerios Challenge Trophy were retired at this year's Specialty. The winners will most likely rededicate them in time for next years Specialty. One will be refurbished. Joanna was asked to write letters to the recipients to confirm this.
Calendar
The August 20th Washington Park/Rose Garden Walkabout was led by Fiona with co-leader pup Chloe. Chloe was accompanied by Alice Whistler and it was Chloe's first Walkabout. It was very warm so the OES took a quick walk, met many visitors, and had their pictures taken.

Next weekend on August 27 is the General membership meeting and Summer Dog Romp! This will be held in Salem at Lita and Dianne's place. They report that the field has been mowed to provide safe running areas for the dogs. The Club will provide fried chicken, water, paper goods, and utensils. Those attending are asked to bring a side dish or dessert to share. There will be a short program about breeding and how to read a pedigree chart.
The Herding event will be on October 15, beginning at 11:00am. There will be refreshments with a brief General Membership meeting, talk about herding by owner Nancy Ward, and then Nancy will administer an optional herding instinct test. Joanna said that even if you don't want your OES to have the instinct test, it's always fun to watch the others.
Theresa is in the process of arranging to have the Canine Nose Work presentation. She wanted the Board's opinion on which date in November worked best. All felt it should be scheduled for November 5 or 6 so that it doesn't conflict with shows or other activities.
