Jeff suggested a question and answer period at the 4 general meetings.

Questions and discussion regarding diet and recommended food:  Nutra Nuggets and California Natural Lamb and Rice both recommended.  Large breed dog foods not recommended; our dogs are not a large breed (100-150#), even though some vets think that they are.
Puppies, after finished teething at 4 1\2 to 6 months, can use adult food.  Yogurt a good addition.

Itchy skin a possible allergic reaction; simplify diet.

Many foods contain a number of ingredients and chemicals.

Treats:  don’t use ones with artificial colors, no raisins or grapes (toxic liver problems), no rawhide bones or pigs ears (many made in China, processed with arsenic).  Winco has knucklebones in freezer section; good for keeping teeth white, too. (offer once a week or so)  Ice cubes, frozen green beans, many vegetables, all enjoyed.  Watch for high protein and calories in commercial treats.  Regular kibble works well as treats (hold small amount out from daily ration).
