His family is all broken-hearted about having to give him up, but wanted him to have a secure forever home.  She brought him to me to foster the next day.

Both Ragz and Harris are sweet, affectionate boys; Ragz will be 6 on February 2, and Harris will be 6 on December 1st.  

Harris’ family are planning to be here about noon and hope he will be going home with them.
